Accordingly, youth participate in summer and fall fair activities in the

based on public school general ages. Exceptions such as home or
private schools or youth who have skipped a grade must be
determined under the appropriate age.

Active Membership

Curry County 4-H members must maintain an “Active Membership” status
prior to participation in State Shoot, 4-H Rodeo, County Contests, District and
State Conference, or Junior Divisions of the Curry County Fair. An “active”
member will be considered one who completes enrollment prior to March 1,
attends four (4) or more regularly scheduled 4-H meetings. No more than two
(2) meetings in any given month will count toward the membership
requirement. Meetings count during the 4-H year which is October 1t through

September 30th,
