The Extension Office would like to make you aware of the communications we use. We do our best to continually share information that 
you need to make the most of your 4-H experience. That means that you are responsible for making sure you are receiving all these 
communications. If you are not – please contact our office. If you are not getting mail or email, it means we do not have the most up-to-
date info for your family. Please be on the lookout for the following things….

• 4-H Newsletter – the 4-H newsletter comes in the mail every month. It includes upcoming events, dates and deadlines. This is 
your first go to for all things 4-H. We also post it on our website (we are in the process of switching over our site and will have it 
posted asap).

• 4-H Website – our website is curryextension.nmsu.edu – click on the 4-H Youth Development tab on the right. This page has 
resources, forms, links to state 4-H information and county 4-H newsletters.

• 4-H Facebook Page – our Facebook page is NMSU Curry County 4-H (this is the official page and the only one we use – there is 
an old one out there, but current info is on NMSU Curry County 4-H). This is a public page – you do not have to have Facebook 
to use it – it works like a website. This is the quickest way for us to get out reminders and updates without flooding your email. 
We also share information from State 4-H and other groups that are relevant to the 4-H program.

• 4-H Emails – emails are sent with reminders and any updates we receive after the newsletter has been mailed. We also create 
emails specific to project areas and share links to resources as they become available. The email list is taken from the member 
email listed in ZSuites. If you are not receiving emails (several have gone out in the last two months), notify our office – please 
check junk, spam and promotional folders. Be sure the email you enrolled with is one you check.

• 4-H Postcards – we mail out postcards for club meetings and special events as requested. As with the newsletter, we have to 
have your current address, to a mailbox you check regularly for you to receive them.

Active Membership
Curry County 4-H members must maintain an “Active Membership”  status 
prior to participation in State Shoot, 4-H Rodeo, County Contests, District and 
State Conference, or Junior Divisions of the Curry County Fair.  An “active” 
member will be considered one who completes enrollment prior to March 1, 
attends four (4) or more regularly scheduled 4-H meetings.  No more than two 
(2) meetings in any given month will count toward the membership 
requirement.  Meetings count during the 4-H year which is October 1st through 
September 30th.

Please remember if you are helping at club/project meetings or would like to 
chaperone youth on a 4-H trip, you must complete the volunteer enrollment. 
This includes a background check, application and online training . Please 
contact your club leader or the Extension Office for more information.
